FOCUS ON T-CELL NON-HODGKIN LYMPHOMA

While T-cell lymphoma represents roughly 15% of the known 
types of non-Hodgkin lymphomas diagnosed annually in the 
United States, some 7,000 new cases are identi�ed each year. 
We have designed a clinical program speci�cally devoted to 
improve treatment strategies in peripheral T-cell lymphomas. 
     
 For patients newly diagnosed, we are conducting two clinical 
trials: 1) a Phase II trial with HyperCVIDD alternated with 
methotrexate and cytarabine; and for the speci�c subtype, 
anaplastic large cell lymphoma (ALCL), we are conducting  
a Phase II study of SGN-30 in combination with CHOP-based 
chemotherapy. SGN30 is a chimeric monoclonal antibody 
(mAb) that has shown to induce growth inhibition of both 
Hodgkin disease and ALCL.  
      
For patients previously treated, we offer the following 
three clinical trial options: 1) a phase II Pralatrexate, an 
antimetabolite, folate analogue that inhibits the enzyme 
dihydrofolate reductase, and has been well tolerated in  
heavily pretreated patients. This drug may have positive  
activity in patients typically refractory and resistant to  
standard therapies; 2) a phase I with Medi-507 for CD2 + 
T-cell lymphomas: Medi-507 is a humanized IgG2 kappa class 
monocolonal antibody that binds to the CD2 receptors found  
in human T-lymphocytes, natural killer cells and thymocytes; 
and 3) a phase I single dose escalation study of BI 2536 BS:  
BI 2536 BS is a highly selective and potent small molecule  
Polo-like kinase 1 inhibitor. Its pre-clinical safety pro�le 
is considered favorable with regard to both antitumor and 
antiproliferative activities.
