Distinguished Alumnus Award 
In 1980, the institution established the Distinguished Alumnus Award to recognize a prominent individual who has made distinguished contributions to his or her respective field. The recipient of this award is selected from nominations received by the Alumni & Faculty Association Steering Committee. Candidates must have trained at The University of Texas M. D. Anderson Cancer Center. An individual from within the institution knowledgeable about the candidate’s area of expertise must also participate in and endorse the selection process.    (See Criteria and also list of Awardees below.)
Basic Eligibility and Criteria for Selection

1. Candidate must have trained at The University of Texas M. D. Anderson Cancer Center in an organized program for at least 6 months and, have subsequently, made distinguished contributions to his or her respective field.

2. Contributions to respective fields may include seminal scientific publications; recognition as demonstrated by leadership positions in major academic centers; and national or international reputation.

3. The alumnus must have departed from the institution at least 5 years prior to receiving the award.

4. Current staff members at The University of Texas M. D. Anderson Cancer Center are ineligible.

5. Former recipients of the Distinguished Alumnus Award and are ineligible for re-nomination.

6. Candidate must agree to deliver lecture in conjunction with receipt of the award.

7. Candidate will undergo peer review by M. D. Anderson Alumni and Faculty Association Steering Committee (or appropriate Subcommittee) and, in addition, have an individual from within the institution that is knowledgeable about the candidate’s area of expertise participate in and endorse the selection process.  The PRS Executive Council will give final approval.
