Mike Hogg Fund:

The Mike Hogg Fund is dedicated to the support of medical research and education to providing “medicine and hospital care and attention for worthy and deserving persons” within the state of Texas. The fund was established in 1955 by Alice Nicholson Hanszen in memory of her first husband.

The annual lectureship honoring Mr. Hogg was established in 1958 and Dr. Arthur Kornberg delivered the first lecture the following year. Dr. Kornberg, a Nobel Laureate, exemplified the superior caliber of the scientists and physicians chosen to receive this honor in subsequent years.
