ASCO and ONS  
Draft Consensus Standards for  

Safe Chemotherapy Administration  
 
The American Society of Clinical Oncology (ASCO) and 
the Oncology Nursing Society (ONS) have posted for pub-
lic comment a draft document of consensus standards for 
safe administration of chemotherapy to adult patients in 
the outpatient setting.   
 
In their document posted on both organizations websites, 
the two professional organizations state that they have en-
gaged in this joint effort because: “Although relevant 
guidelines and policy statements exist… specific require-
ments to promote patient safety have not been well-
defined by key stakeholders. The complexity of admini-
stration of antineoplastic agents, and the potential safety 
issues involved, are unique to oncology care and require 
careful consideration.” ASCO and ONS have encouraged 
all stakeholders to become involved in finalizing these im-
portant safety standards by submitting comments.   
 
You may also want to review the draft standards, and com-
pare your practices as a stakeholder.  When the consensus 
document is finished, MDAPN anticipates revising our 
existing tools to reflect the Best Practices identified in the 
final Standard.
